Council of Ministers of The Republic of Belarus

Regulation No. 1522 of 21 November 2003
On some measures to implement the Order of the President

of the Republic of Belarus No. 460 of 22 October 2003
 
In accordance with the Order of the President of the Republic of Belarus No. 460 of 22 October 2003, On International Technical Assistance Provided to the Republic of Belarus, the Council of Ministers REGULATES:
 
1. Establish that -

1.1. Approval of the National Programme of International Technical Assistance or Projects (Programmes) is done by Regulation of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus based on proposals made by the Commission on the Issues of International Technical Cooperation under the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus.
 
Part one of this sub-clause is not active for the International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) included in the National Programme of International Technical Assistance for 2001-2005 as approved by Regulation of the Council of Ministers No. 51 of 17 January 2002.
 
1.2. Approval of the lists of goods (property, including financial resources), works and services provided to implement International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) is done by a decision of the Commission on the Issues of International Technical Cooperation under the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus.

1.3. Implementation of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) on the territory of the Republic of Belarus is allowed only after their registration in the Ministry of Economy of the Republic of Belarus.
1.4.  The Ministry of Economy will:
 
execute the registration of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes), execute overall coordination of the management of the approved projects (programmes) and control the process of their implementation,
 
ensure coordination during the drafting of the National Programme of International Technical Assistance and ensure the control of its implementation,
 
based on the decisions of the Commission on the Issues of International Technical Cooperation under the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus, provide to the Ministry of Taxes and Collections and the State Customs Committee certificates for the lists of goods (property, including financial resources), works and services provided to implement International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes),
 
ensure coordination during the preparation of annual reports on the progress of the implementation of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) and their effectiveness, and submit these reports for the consideration of the Commission on the Issues of International Technical Cooperation under the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus.

1.5. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs:
 
executes activities to attract International Technical Assistance in accordance with the priority areas defined by the National Programme of International Technical Assistance,
 
executes coordination of the national governing bodies and legal bodies of the Republic of Belarus in terms of the implementation of a unified policy of the Republic of Belarus towards the foreign states and territorial-administrative units providing International Technical Assistance to the Republic of Belarus,
 
ensures the drafting of conclusions
 concerning the compliance of the International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) drafted by foreign states and territorial-administrative units with the national interests of the Republic of Belarus,
 
ensures the execution of the provisions of international treaties when these provisions contradict the ones in the Order of the President of the Republic of Belarus No. 460 of 22 October 2003 On International Technical Assistance Provided to the Republic of Belarus.

1.6. The Ministry of Finance:

 
revises proposals made by national governing bodies and agrees with them on the opportunities for the co-financing of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes),
 
based on the applications of national governing bodies, foresees the allocation of resources in the national budget for the co-financing of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes).

1.7. National governing bodies and other state organisations subordinated to the Government of the Republic of Belarus and which are defined as the leading ones in terms of cooperation of the Republic of Belarus with the International Organisations:

draft activities to attract International Technical Assistance, prospective International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) and provide them to the Ministry of Economy and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
 
provide for the preparation of conclusions concerning the compliance of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) drafted by foreign states and territorial-administrative units with the national interests of the Republic of Belarus.

1.8. National governing bodies and other state organisations subordinated to the Government of the Republic of Belarus mentioned in sub-clauses 1.5 - 1.7 of this clause, provide the Ministry of Economy with a yearly report by 1 February of the next year, containing information on the attraction of International Technical Assistance, the co-financing of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) and the effect of the implementation of this assistance for the Republic of Belarus.
 2. To approve the attached.

Statute of the Commission on the Issues of International Technical Cooperation under the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus and the Personnel Composing the Commission on the Issues of International Technical Cooperation under the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus.
Regulation on the Order of Drafting, Revision and Approval of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) and the lists of goods (property, including financial resources), works and services provided to implement International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes).
Regulation on the Co-financing of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) Implemented in the Republic of Belarus. 
3. To recognise as inactive the Regulations of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus according to the attached list. 

4. The Ministry of Economy, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the Ministry of Taxes and Collections, the State Customs Committee will ensure the compliance of their regulations with this Regulation. 

5. This regulation enters into force from the day of its official publication.

STATUTE

Of the Commission on the Issues of International Technical Cooperation

under the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus
1. The Commission on the Issues of International Technical Cooperation under the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus (hereinafter – the Commission) is formed for the coordination and effective use of International Technical Assistance provided to the Republic of Belarus by the donors of International Technical Assistance.

2. The Commission in its activities is guided by the Laws of the Republic of Belarus, by International Treaties of the Republic of Belarus concerning International Technical Assistance and by this Statute.

3. The basic tasks of the Commission are:

 

defining the priority areas for the provision of International Technical Assistance to the Republic of Belarus,

coordinating the activities of national governing bodies and other state organisations subordinated to the Government of the Republic of Belarus concerning the attraction of International Technical Assistance to the Republic of Belarus and evaluating the effectiveness of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes), 

drafting the National Programme of International Technical Assistance,

the revision of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) and in accordance with this Statute and proposing their adoption to the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus,

participating in the drafting of legal acts on issues of International Technical Assistance and on the allocation of resources to co-finance International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes),

in accordance with the legal acts, approving the lists of goods (property, including financial resources), works and services provided to implement International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes),

the drafting of annual joint reports to the President of the Republic of Belarus on the progress of the implementation of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes), their effectiveness and on the results of the control of the targeted use of the International Technical Assistance.
 
4. The Commission, in accordance with its tasks will:

participate in the drafting and implementation of state policy concerning International Technical Assistance,
organise the drafting of the National Programme of International Technical Assistance taking into account the priorities of the social and economic development of the Republic of Belarus and other state development programmes,
 
approve the lists of goods (property, including financial resources), works and services provided to implement International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes),
 
revise the progress and effectiveness of the International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes),
 
review draft international treaties of the Republic of Belarus on the issues of International Technical Assistance,
 
hear at its meetings, reports and information from national governing bodies on the issues of International Technical Assistance,
 
initiate in the designated manner proposals to the Council of Ministers on the:
approval of the National Programme of International Technical Assistance,

approval of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes),

annual joint report to the President of the Republic of Belarus on the progress of the implementation of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes), their effectiveness and on the results of the control of the targeted use of the International Technical Assistance.
5. Meetings of the Commission are held when necessary but not less than once a month. The Commission executes its activities in accordance with the plans approved by its Head.

 

Members of the Commission take part in its meeting without the right to be substituted.
 
The Commission’s decisions are valid when a quorum of more than a half its members are present, by a simple majority. When votes are split equally, the Chairman of the meeting has the casting vote.
 
The decisions of the Commission are fixed in protocols, which are signed by the person presiding over the meeting and by the Secretary.

Proposals of the Commission on the approval of the National Programme of International Technical Assistance, on International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes), on draft Regulations of the Council of Ministers on these issues, on the draft joint report to the President of the Republic of Belarus on the progress of the implementation of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes), their effectiveness and on the results of control over targeted use of the International Technical Assistance, are submitted to the Council of Ministers for review.

The decisions of the Commission on the approval of lists of goods (property, including financial resources), works and services provided to implement International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) are sent by the Ministry of Economy to the Ministry of Taxes and Collections and the State Customs Committee, as well as to the recipients of International Technical Assistance in the form of extracts from the protocols of the Commission’s meetings signed by the Commission Head with a copy of the list attached, stamped and signed by the Commission Secretary.

Heads of the national governing bodies and other state organisations subordinated to the Government of the Republic of Belarus defined as leading ones in terms of the Republic of Belarus’ relations with International Organisations, as well as representatives of the media, can be invited to the Commission’s meetings.

6. The Commission can create working groups on different aspects of International Technical Assistance.

7. The preparation of materials and office activities for the Commission’s meetings is done by the Ministry of Economy.
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REGULATION

On the Order of Drafting, Revision and Approval of International Technical

Assistance Projects (Programmes) and the lists of goods (property,

including financial resources), works and services provided to implement

International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes)

General provisions

1. This Regulation defines the order of the drafting, revision and approval of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) and the lists of goods (property, including financial resources), works and services provided to implement International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes).

2. International Technical Assistance is provided to the Republic of Belarus based on the International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) drafted by the designated national governing bodies, legal bodies and citizens of the Republic of Belarus in accordance with the national development priorities and project proposals, as defined by the National Programme of International Technical Assistance (hereinafter – National Programme) as well as those Projects (Programmes) initiated and drafted by the International Technical Assistance donors and approved by the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus.

3. The drafting of the National Programme is done by the Ministry of Economy based on proposals from interested national governing bodies and on the Programme of Social and Economic Development of the Republic of Belarus and other state development programmes.

4. The National Programme defines the basic directions of the state policies of the Republic of Belarus concerning the attraction of International Technical Assistance and includes:

the basics of the national policy concerning International Technical Assistance,

the national priorities concerning International Technical Cooperation of the Republic of Belarus,

a list of forms for project proposals, based on which International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes), corresponding to the state development programmes, are drafted,

the current and prospective needs of the Republic of Belarus in terms of International Technical Assistance.

Drafting, revision and approval of the National Programme, as well as the International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) implemented in accordance with the project proposals included into this Programme.

5. National governing bodies and other state organisations subordinated to the Government of the Republic of Belarus, propose to the Ministry of Economy the priority areas for the attraction of International Technical Assistance to the Republic of Belarus, as well as provide project proposals on forms (in the Russian and English languages) approved by the Ministry of Economy, which contain the name of the project proposal, its brief description, including a description of the state development programmes on which these drafted project proposals were based, a list of the recipients of the International Technical Assistance, the aims and tasks of the project, and the necessary International Technical Assistance (financing, consultations, training, education, equipment, materials and other technical assistance).

6. The Ministry of Economy:

analyses and summarises the proposals of interested bodies taking into account the national interests, the provisions of the programmes of social and economic development of the Republic of Belarus and other state development programmes,

drafts the National Programme and Regulations by the Council of Ministries of the Republic of Belarus on the approval of the Programme, and

submits the National Programme for the consideration of the Commission on the Issues of International Technical Cooperation under the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus (hereinafter – the Commission) after all procedural agreements.

7. The National Programme, adopted by a Regulation of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus, is distributed to interested parties, including International Technical Assistance donors.

8. International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) included in the National Programme as project proposals, are considered approved if there are no changes to the proposed project’s aims and tasks, and the list of its recipients and if national co-financing is unforeseen. In other cases, International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) have to be adopted by Regulations of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus.

9. International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) included in the National Programme or adopted by Regulations by the Council of Ministers must be registered with the Ministry of Economy before they can start.

Revision and approval of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) initiated and drafted by International Technical Assistance donors and recipients

10. International Technical Assistance donors together with the recipients of their assistance may initiate International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) in the Republic of Belarus.

11. International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) drafted by the International Technical Assistance recipients together with the donors of this assistance and based on the programmes of International Technical Assistance donors’ cooperation with the Republic of Belarus, which are not included in the National Programme, must be adopted by Regulations of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus.

12. After confirmation by the International Technical Assistance donors of their intention to allocate resources to finance International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes), the recipient of such assistance has to obtain a conclusion by the national governing bodies and other state organisations subordinated to the Government of the Republic of Belarus defined as leading ones in terms of cooperation of the Republic of Belarus with International Organisations, or a conclusion of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs for the projects initiated by foreign states or administrative-territorial units, on the compliance of the draft International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) with the national development priorities of the Republic of Belarus.

13. In the event of obtaining a positive conclusion, the recipients of International Technical Assistance, which have the right to initiate legal acts, ensure the drafting and submission to the Commission in the designated manner, a draft of the International Technical Assistance Project (Programme) and a draft Regulation of the Council of Ministers for its adoption. International Technical Assistance recipients, which do not have the right to initiate legal acts and if they are state legal bodies of the Republic of Belarus, provide their proposals to the upper national governing body and other state organisations subordinated to the Government of the Republic of Belarus. Non-state legal bodies and citizens of the Republic of Belarus submit their proposals to the Oblast Executive Committees and Minsk City Executive Committee according to the place of their official registration. National governing bodies, Oblast and Minsk City Executive Committees draft a Regulation of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus on this issue in the designated manner and submit it together with the International Technical Assistance Project (Programme) to the Commission for its consideration.

14. Approved by a Regulation of the Council of Ministers, an International Technical Assistance Project (Programme) is submitted for registration to the Ministry of Economy in the designated manner.

Revision and adoption of lists of goods (property, including financial resources), works and services provided to implement International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes)

15. The basis for the Commission to review and approve a list of goods (property, including financial resources), works and services provided to implement International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) (hereinafter – List), is an official application by International Technical Assistance recipients to the Ministry of Economy, drafted in the form convenient for them and with the following documents attached.

Four copies of the List containing the titles of the goods (property, including financial resources), works and services (including the units of measurement, number and price) as well as the name of the International Technical Assistance recipient. The List is signed and stamped by the International Technical Assistance recipient.

A copy of the document certifying that the International Technical Assistance recipient is registered as a taxpayer and providing their registration number.

If available at this stage – the documents certifying the supply of goods (property, including financial resources), works and services, the original and a copy of the transfer documentation, the contract for the receipt of financial resources (including ones in foreign currency), goods (property), execution of works, provision of services within the framework of an International Technical Assistance Project (Programme). The transfer documentation and/or contract must contain a reference to the International Technical Assistance Project (Programme), which has been registered in the designated manner.

16. Copies of the documents are verified by the signature and the stamp of the International Technical Assistance recipient and if the recipients are citizens of the Republic of Belarus, by their signature verified by a notary. Responsibility for the provision of the correct information and the validity of the documents lies with the International Technical Assistance recipients.

17. Examination of the List is done by a Working Group that includes specialists from national governing bodies, the representatives of which are included in the Commission, and a representative of the national Coordinating Unit for the Tacis Programme in the Republic of Belarus. The Ministry of Economy provides for the preparation of materials and for office activities for the meetings of the Working Group. The Working Group is headed by the Secretary of the Commission.

18. The Working Group examines the List’s compliance with the aims and tasks of the International Technical Assistance Project (Programme) within ten days of its receipt of the necessary documents. The Ministry of Economy drafts an expert conclusion on the List involving if necessary, specialists from national governing bodies. This conclusion is submitted for the consideration of the Commission together with the List.

If there are fundamental discrepancies between the functions of the goods (property, including financial resources), works and services, included into the List, and the aims and tasks of the International Technical Assistance Project (Programme), the Ministry of Economy has the right to ask the recipient for more justification for the compliance of the List to the Project’s (Programme’s) aim and tasks, and may request a time extension for the preparation of the expert conclusion and for providing the necessary documents to the Ministry or, it may propose that the Commission does not approve the List.

19. The Decision of the Commission to approve the List and one copy of the List, is provided by the Ministry of Economy to the Ministry of Taxes and Collections and the State Customs Committee.

The Ministry of Economy provides the recipient of the International Technical Assistance with an official extract from the Commission Decision and one copy of the List, with the stamp and the signature of the Secretary of the Commission, which have to be kept by the recipient of the International Technical Assistance.

Period of revision and denial to approve International Technical Assistance Project (Programme) or a List

20. The period for the review of an International Technical Assistance Project (Programme) must not exceed 30 days from the date of the Commission meeting. Denial to approve an International Technical Assistance Project (Programme) must be well founded and provided to the recipient of the International Technical Assistance by the Ministry of Economy within one week of the decision to deny being made.

21. Approval of International Technical Assistance Project (Programme) may be denied in the following cases.

If the International Technical Assistance Project (Programme) does not comply with the national interests of the Republic of Belarus.

It is impossible to provide obligations to allocate resources for the co-financing of a International Technical Assistance Project (Programme).

If there are contradictory obligations in the International Technical Assistance Project (Programme) or obligations that contradict with the Law of the Republic of Belarus.

22. A List and its expert conclusion by the Working Group are reviewed at the next meeting of the Commission.

23. Approval of a List, after all necessary documents have been submitted, may be denied in the following cases.

A list is wrongly drafted or provides false information.

If the International Technical Assistance Project (Programme) has not been registered.

The presence in a contract of provisions that are contradictory or render each other impossible.

There is no provision for reporting at defined dates on the progress of the implementation of the International Technical Assistance Project (Programme).

If the transfer documentation and/or contract does not contain a reference to the International Technical Assistance Project (Programme).
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REGULATION

On the Co-financing of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) Implemented in the Republic of Belarus

1. This Regulation defines the sources and mechanisms for the co-financing of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) implemented in the Republic of Belarus.

2. Co-financing of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) implemented in the Republic of Belarus is done in order to:

attract foreign and international financial, material and human resources to the Republic of Belarus, and 

to raise the effectiveness of the International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) implemented in the Republic of Belarus by using joint resources.

3. The following definitions are hereinafter used in this Regulation.

The co-financing of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) (hereinafter – co-financing) is the allocation of financial, material and/or human resources by the recipient of the International Technical Assistance for the coordinated use of these resources jointly with the resources of the International Technical Assistance donor during the implementation of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes).

Direct co-financing is the deposit of the financial resources allocated by the International Technical Assistance recipient into a joint bank account of the International Technical Assistance Project (Programme).

4. The subjects of co-financing may be the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus or national governing bodies authorised by it, local authorities or local representative bodies, or legal bodies of the Republic of Belarus.

5. Sources for co-financing may be:

national and local budgets,

innovation funds
 of the national governing bodies, or

other co-financing sources, the use of which does not contradict the Law of the Republic of Belarus.

6. The objects of co-financing from the sources mentioned in sub-points 1 and 2 of point 5 of this Regulation may be International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) initiated by the Government of the Republic of Belarus, by authorised and national governing bodies, local Councils of Deputies, local executive and directive bodies, as well as Projects (Programmes), initiated by International Technical Assistance donors and approved by the Government of the Republic of Belarus and where the recipients are national governing bodies, local Councils of Deputies, local executive and directive bodies.

7. The objects of co-financing from the resources of legal bodies of the Republic of Belarus or from other sources, the use of which does not contradict the Laws of the Republic of Belarus, may be any International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) approved by the Government of the Republic of Belarus, the implementation of which is in the interests of the corresponding legal bodies, except for the projects (programmes) that according to the Law, may only be implemented by state legal bodies (defense, national security), as well as projects, the implementation of which may harm public health or the environment.  In such cases, when the Law of the Republic of Belarus states that special permission (licenses) must be obtained and other conditions fulfilled, there must be compliance.
8. Co-financing may be done in Belarusian Roubles, other currency and in other forms (depending on the peculiarities of the International Technical Assistance Project (Programme) being implemented. All the operations carried out with the resources mentioned above, are done in accordance with the Laws of the Republic of Belarus.

9. Proposals of authorised national governing bodies on direct co-financing are sent to the Ministry of Finance for a conclusion on the possibility of the direct co-financing of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes), the implementation of which is in the interests of the national governing bodies.

10. The authorised national governing bodies initiate in the designated manner and submit proposals to the Ministry of Finance on the sums of direct co-financing from the national budget for the next fiscal year for the International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) that have been adopted by the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus.

11. Decisions on co-financing from the innovation funds of national governing bodies and from local budgets are taken by the Heads of the corresponding national governing bodies of local executive or directive bodies.

12. State legal bodies of the Republic of Belarus execute co-financing on their own account upon agreement with an upper national governing body and/or other organisations, subordinated to the Government of the Republic of Belarus only if they are the recipients of the International Technical Assistance.

13. Decisions on direct co-financing by a state owned legal bodies of the Republic of Belarus are formalised by an Order of the Head of corresponding legal body.

14. Non-state owned legal bodies of the Republic of Belarus execute the co-financing of International Technical Assistance Projects (Programmes) in which they participate, on their own account taking into consideration the provisions of the Laws of the Republic of Belarus.

15. Accounting and calculating in the accounting documents of the resources directed to co-financing, is done in accordance with the Laws of the Republic of Belarus.
