Resolution of the Ministry of Economy and the Ministry of Finance

No. 246, dated 12 December 2003.

On the Procedure for the Registration of International Technical

Assistance Programmes and Projects in the Republic of Belarus

and for the Control of their Implementation

1. The Regulation on the procedure for the registration of international technical assistance programmes and projects and a mechanism for exercising control of their implementation (hereinafter referred to as “the Regulation” is drafted basing on the Order of the President of the Republic of Belarus No. 460 from 22 October 2003 “On International Technical Assistance Provided to the Republic of Belarus” (National Register of Legal Acts, 2003, No. 119, 1/5020) and the Regulation of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus No. 1522 from 21 November 2003 “On Some Measures to Implement the Order of the President of the Republic of Belarus No. 460 from 22 October 2003” (National Register of Legal Acts, 2003, No. 133, 5/13426) and defines the order for the registration of international technical assistance programmes and projects and a mechanism for exercising control of their implementation.

2. The registration of programmes (projects) that are included in the National Programme of International Technical Cooperation (hereinafter referred to as “the National Programme”), or adopted by Regulations of the Government of the Republic of Belarus, or are carried out in accordance with international treaties concluded by Belarus, shall be executed by the Ministry of Economy following the submission of an application by a recipient of technical assistance or the project’s donor.  The application shall be drafted in compliance with the form herein, (see Annex 1).

The application should be accompanied by the original or a verified a specified order copy of the project (programme).

In case a project (programme) does not need adoption by the Government of the Republic of Belarus and is drafted based on an international treaty of the Republic of Belarus, which sets rules other than ones in the Law of the Republic of Belarus, the application should be accompanied by a confirmation document issued by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Belarus on the active norms of international treaties.

In case of necessity, the Ministry of Economy of the Republic of Belarus may request and receive from the recipient additional information in writing and documentation on approval or endorsement of a project (programme), its (their) co-financing, as well as copies of recipient’s statutory and registration documents, verified by the recipient.

If an original of a project (programme) is drafted in foreign language, its translation, verified by a signature and a stamp of the recipient should be provided.

3. The Ministry of Economy reviews the provided documents within five-days of their submission.

In the case of additional information and documentation being requested from the recipient by the Ministry of Economy of the Republic of Belarus, this term is prolonged correspondingly.

4. Projects (programmes) are registered for the period of their implementation. In case of the absence of clear implementation dates in a project (programme), the dates given in the recipient’s application are applied. Then the Ministry of Economy of the Republic of Belarus shall mark the implementation dates on this project (programme) on its first page.

5. The Division for Cooperation with International Organisations and Coordination of Technical Assistance of the Department for External Economic Affairs of the Ministry of Economy shall conduct the registration. The recipient of the registered programme (project) shall be included in the database of technical assistance programmes (projects) and obtain an original or a duly notarised copy of the programme with a stamp on its front page outlining the date and registration number (see Annex 2 herein), as well as a stamp of the Division for Cooperation with International Organisations and Coordination of Technical Assistance of the Department for External Economic Affairs of the Ministry of Economy on every page of project (programme).

The content of the registered programme (project) shall not be changed in any way.

6. If the registered programme (project) is amended or modified due to changes in the programme’s (project’s) scope of activities, the recipient shall seek the registration of these amendments or modifications with the Ministry of Economy within ten days of their adoption.

7. The Division for Cooperation with International Organisations and Coordination of Technical Assistance of the Department for External Economic Affairs of the Ministry of Economy shall maintain a uniform register of programmes (projects) and supervise their implementation.

8. To exercise control over the implementation of international technical assistance, the recipients shall provide to the Ministry of Economy with half-yearly operational reports in accordance with the form set forth in Annex 3 herein. The reports shall be provided not later than 15 July and 15 January.

9. Following the conclusion of a programme (project), the recipients shall submit a final report to the Ministry of Economy no later than one month from the project’s shutdown date. (See Annex 3.)

10. Drawing on the submitted reports and information provided by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, international organisations and other states, the Ministry of Economy shall prepare an annual report on the implementation of technical assistance programmes (projects) and their effectiveness for the Commission for International Technical Assistance under the Council of Ministers (hereinafter referred to as the “Commission”).

11. In the cases of repeated failures to meet the deadlines for the submission of the above-mentioned reports and if the duly authorised state agencies revealed misappropriation of technical assistance funds and provision of report on that to the Ministry of Economy, the Ministry of Economy (taking into account information requested from the recipient), sends the mentioned information to the Committee of State Control and asks the Commission to invalidate the state registration of the programme (project) concerned.  If the Commission cancels the registration, the Ministry of Economy shall communicate the Commission’s decision to the Committee of State Control, the Ministry of Taxes and Collections, the State Customs Committee and the recipient within a period of five days.
